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"It is not poverty that makes us blessed,
it is blessedness that makes us poor:

in the heart, in relationships, in things."

Weeping is not a sign of weakness, but of sharing in the pain of the world 
and in the suffering of God Himself.

         Those who weep with faith find consolation in the Risen Christ.

"Weeping presupposes closeness:
it says that the disciple of Jesus

is not a citizen of the city of
indifference."

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Meekness is the strength of love that does not answer with violence, 
but resists with perseverance.

It is the style of Jesus, meek and humble of heart.

"The meek person does not seek victory
over others, but the victory of good:

he believes in love not as a poet,
but as a prophet."

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Justice is not only a social rule, but God’s plan of love for humanity.
To hunger and thirst for it means to ardently 

desire that this dream be fulfilled.

"To hunger and thirst for righteousness
means to want God’s plan for us

with the same intensity
with which one desires life."

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Mercy is God’s style and becomes ours 
when we know how to forgive and take care of others.

It is not sentimentalism, but love put into action.

"Mercy, before being a way 
of acting,

is God’s way of being."

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Purity is not outward perfection, b
ut a transparent, authentic heart, without duplicity.

It is inner freedom that allows us to recognize God in life.

"A pure heart is
a window open to God."

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Peace is not improvised: it is built day by day in justice, in welcome,
 and in forgiveness.

It is the fruit of the Cross and a sign of divine sonship.

"Peacemakers help
the earth not to lose

the memory of heaven."

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Faithfulness to the Gospel brings misunderstanding and at times
persecution. But this suffering is fruitful 

and becomes the seed of the Kingdom.

"Persecution is not a punishment,
